Chapter II.

Human Resources Development

It is necessary to carry out fundamental reforms in the system of education

• Overhaul of the curriculum to bring it in to line with western
standards;

• Formation of a network of schools operating in the country (school
mapping) for raising the effectiveness of available means;

• Analysis of the administration ability of the primary and secondary
schools at the regional level for the purpose of decentralization of a
certain part of the system of education;

• Determination of the optimal indices of private and public education at
the state level;

• Determination of the amount payable by parents due to the absence of
complete financing from the state budget and insufficient resources;

• Commencement of a national program for issuing textbooks with the
support of international organizations.

CHAPTER III.
REFORM OF THE EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM

Reform program "On transformation and strengthening of the educational
system "( USD 60 million –the WB program) .

The project consists of three main components:
Component I. Changing the Objectives of Primary and Secondary
Education System

474. The s goal is to change the objectives of primary and secondary
education system, in order to pass on quality and relevant knowledge
to the pupils and improve the quality of teaching. This strategy
includes the following inter-connected tasks.
§ Strengthening the role of the Ministry of Education by way of a

special plan of activities, aimed at managing educational system
activity and monitoring results;

§ Strengthening the role of schools to increase the efficient
management of the educational process and encourage innovative
approaches to teaching.

These tasks shall be realized by:
§ Elaboration and enforcement of a national educational plan

oriented towards advancements in primary and secondary
education;

§ Rehabilitation of a network of pre-school institutions for the
purpose of promoting the employment of women;

§ Introduction of gender parameters in the educational programs to
eradicate the gender misbalance in the system;

§ Raising the qualifications of teachers, directors and methodologists
in primary and secondary schools;

§ Allocation of grants that improve the educational process at
schools;

§ Introduction of a system of textbook borrowing;
§ Increasing the quality and availability of educational materials at

schools.
